Since George Washington and the founding fathers, the U.S. census has been an important part of our nation’s history. Every 10 years, census data reflect a new portrait of America. The data provide unique insight into the diverse and ever-changing population of the United States, and directly affect how more than $400 billion per year in federal funding is distributed to state and local governments. As Genesee County prepares for the 2010 Census, the following are answers to some commonly asked questions about the census and its importance.

What is the census and why is it conducted? 

The census was established in 1790, and is required by the U.S. Constitution once every 10 years. It was created to count everyone living in the United States, regardless of immigration status.

How are census data used? 

Census data affect everyone in the nation. In Genesee County, census data represents power and money – power from adequate congressional representation and money from $400 billion in state and federal funding. Genesee County loses about $1,000 a year over 10 years for each person missed by the Census. A complete and accurate count is essential to ensure a better quality of life for everyone.
